REFLECTIONS

The Story of Rev. Turakiare & Mama Akerere Teauariki— PART Il

Rev. Teauariki was the last Takamoa-trained church minister posted to PNG since the exchange programme commenced in the mid
1800s. The above photo was taken at Takamoa (photographer unknown) during his tenure as President of the CICC. The final resting
place of the minister and his wife is in the church yard of the Kimiangatau Ekalesia, Mauke (his home village and island), Cook Islands.

MISSION TO PAPUA

When | was forty-one and my wife was thirty-nine we were working on the island of Penrhyn in the Northern
Cook Islands. This was my second pastorate after graduating at the age of thirty-five from Takamoa
Theological College. One day my wife and | read about a call which had been issued by the church
headquarters for a missionary to go to Papua to work in the Morehead River area. It asked for a married
couple, between thirty-five and forty-five years of age, in good health, with no more than one child and with a
knowledge of English sufficient to conduct a school.

As we thought about the matter, we realized that we might fit the specifications. We were the right age. We
had three children, but the older two could be left with relatives. We had to admit that our knowledge of
English was poor. We decided to send in our names as applicants. Not long after, we received a telegram
from the church headquarters saying that we had been chosen. We learned that there had been seven
applicants and that they had been judged in terms of their record at Takamoa, their cooperativeness and
their ability. There had been no Cook Islands missionary to Papua for forty years and we were glad that we
were the ones to re-establish our church’s mission work.

We made arrangements for the care of our older children, taking only our little girl who was one year old.
We left Penrhyn. During the next eleven years we saw our older children only once, during and eight month
furlough which we were given after six hears of work. From Penrhyn we came to Rarotonga, where the
church headquarters were located. There Mr. Thorogood, the English missionary, told us just what was
involved in this work and asked if we still wanted to go. He told us that the people were wild and that there
would be difficulties and diseases. He was a very honest person in what he said. We told him that we still
wanted to go. So, he gave us three months of lessons to prepare us better for the work. Then the ship John
Williams, came to take him to the Gilbert Islands, where he was to take up a new job and we left at the same
time with him. we traveled three nights and three days to Niue. Then we continued to Western Samoa.
From there Mr. Thorogood continued on the ship to the Gilbert Islands; but we left it and took the plane to
Sydney. We reached Sydney on the twenty-fifth of June, 1963.
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In Sydney we stayed at All Saints College, a missionary training centre in Sydney for six months. | took
courses at ASOPA College where the government patrol officers for Papua New Guinea were trained.
There they gave me a book which told about the Morehead River people and showed pictures of them all
naked and said they were cannibals who were always moving from place to place. While | was going to the
college, mama took training in child care and nursery work. | was also studying to improve my English.

Next we had to learn the Motu language which was the common language of the church of Papua. For that
study we went to Port Moresby where we were taught by a white missionary who had been in the country for
twenty years. While we were in Port Moresby we were warned of the difficulties ahead of us by local
ministers who had worked in the area to which we were assigned, the Morehead River area. Three pastors
had gone there but, after some time, they had returned. They said that the people were very wild and there
were many dangers. However, we believed that God had called us and so, despite the possible difficulties,
we went ahead.

Getting Started

From Port Moresby we went to Daru where we found a number of people from the Morehead River who had
been taken to Port Moresby for some years and who helped us learn the language of their area. From Daru
we took an airplane to Morehead. Our plane was met by the patrol officer of the Morehead area, who
welcomed us and took us to his house and gave us tea. He had been asking the Papua Ekalesia to send a
worker, so he was particularly happy at our arrival. He had been located there for ten years and he shared
with us his broad knowledge of the people. He explained that they were inclined to wander about rather
than to stay in one place. He said that other workers had come to the mission, but that most had left before
long. He said we must be strong and not give up.

Some of the men at the government station took us by canoe and by foot to Rouku. On the way, mama saw
her first crocodile sliding into the water and she shrieked. The government men said not to be afraid. When
we got to Rouku, we found the previous pastor who had stayed on for a week to introduce us to the village.
We also found a house for us to live in, though as yet it had only a thatch roof with supporting posts and a
floor high above the ground. There were no walls and the floor was just sticks with much space between
them. When we arrived the people were curious about our light skin and rushed at us, sniffing at us and
biting. Our small daughter was with us and they pulled at her. She began to cry and hung onto mama.
Mama told me she herself was afraid, but did not show it. She began to laugh and then the people laughed
too and stopped biting and pulling.

We were not completely isolated in Rouku. The patrol officer, whose name was Mr. Speldewinde who came
from Tasmania, visited the village often, sometimes with his wife. They stayed in their own little house. For
a time they considered having a station at Rouku. Mr. Speldewinde was a good friend and we enjoyed
being together with him. He had his helpers dig out a canoe for us. Also the European missionary from
Daru, Geoffrey Ward came once or twice a year to visit us. He usually did not sleep in Rouku, but returned
to Morehead for the night. We had a special visitor just six months after our arrival, Rev. Norman Cocks, the
London Missionary Society office to visit us either in Rouku or Morehead.

In Rouku | had to provide our family’s food. There were food crops available which were like those we knew
at home, so | had no trouble. | found many of them growing wild in the bush when we arrived and | planted
more. | fished in the river using the canoe. The government officer in Daru allowed me to have a gun,
something prohibited for the local people and that was a big help in getting our food. We ate well all through
those years. | received very little money, only $400 a year, but then there was little use for money. My
salary came from the Cook Islands Christian Church, not from the London Missionary Society and was far
less than the salaries given to the Samoan missionaries by the LMS.

There was a girl of fourteen whose parents had been killed in a tribal fight so we took her into our home and
from her we began to learn the customs of the people. One man from Rouku had gone to Port Moresby and
stayed for four years. His name was Sambi. The year before | came he returned to Morehead and stayed
there rather than going on to Rouku. When | arrived he went with me and the government people to Rouku.
He said if the people recognized him all would be well, if not, we might have trouble. But they did and we
were welcomed. While he had been in Port Moresby, Sambi had learned the Motu language which | also
had studied and through Motu he helped me learn the Rouku language. He also explained much about the
life of the people to me.
