enua, e pera te ngutuare o te Orometua Teiho Maireriki i vao ua mai i te oire Omoka.

Rev. Teauariki was the last Takamoa-trained church minister posted to PNG since the exchange programme commenced in the mid 
1800s.  The above photo was taken at Takamoa (photographer unknown) during his tenure as President of the CICC.  The final resting 

place of the minister and his wife is in the church yard of the Kimiangatau Ekalesia, Mauke (his home village and island), Cook Islands. 

 
(Final chapter – continuation from newsletter no.30) 

 
I worked out of Morehead continuously until I left the country.  I know that would by me last term so I wanted 
to help the people all I could.  I put up a church building in Morehead when I first went there to stay, and I 
preached there whenever I was home on a Sunday.  At that time this was the only church building in the 
area.  When I came home from my tours I was utterly exhausted and it took some time to regain energy.  My 
weight dropped from sixteen to eleven stone (224 to 154 pounds).  There were twelve villages on the west 
side and fourteen on the east, to which I went on tours.  I remember their names still.  They each had, on the 
average, fifty people, counting men, women and children.  The ones on the west were the really wild ones, 
including Rouku. 
 
While I was in Morehead I used to teach Rouku words to the patrol officer who was trying to establish a 
written language, but I was home so little and was so tired when I was there that we did not get very far. 
 
In 1972, I placed the two Kiwai assistants in two villages.  One about two miles east of Morehead and the 
other much further away.  They worked in with the people very well.  They were not afraid as some of the 
Port Moresby people had been and they stayed until I left in 1975.  In 1973, they each built churches in their 
villages.  The people had had no special buildings or places for assembly.  They had only the little houses in 
which they lived.  I visited the two assistants and took them their pay in tobacco.  Once one of them came to 
see me.  He was the one who lived farthest away.  He came by canoe with a party of four villagers.  On the 
way they found some crocodile eggs and brought them as a present which we cooked and ate.  They tasted 
like chicken eggs.  When the men returned in their canoe the crocodile got the scent of the man who had 
taken the eggs, which was the scent she had found in the hole.  She came after the canoe and they had to 
beach it quickly and run into the bush.  She broke the canoe in pieces and they had to walk back to 
Morehead and then walk all the way home.  A crocodile will remember a scent for about a month. 
 
When I visited a village I would lead with a prayer in the open air.  During my last two years people began to 
ask me whether they could build a church, and I told them they could.  In those last years all the villages, 
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both to the east and to the west, built small churches of their own and I held prayer meetings in them when I 
visited. When I was not visiting they held prayers in their churches every Sunday by themselves.  They 
chose different people to lead the prayer each Sunday.  I also taught them some Motu hymns from the 
Papua Ekalesia Hymn book.  The people by this time had begun to stay in their villages all of the time and 
just go out to hunt for food.  They would pray as families in their homes every day.  But they knew little about 
the Christian faith and were not firm in it yet.  That is why I am still sad about them, because I had to leave 
them before they were firm in the faith. 
 
What made them change and want to have prayers and build churches and stay in their villages?  I believe it 
was because I became their friend and they wanted to do what I wanted.  If I asked them to do something 
they would do it.  They were very good people.  I had to be careful no to do things for them, but to let them 
do things themselves. 
 
Departure 
 
We had expected to stay a full six years, but in our fifth year the Papua Ekalesia raised the salaries of its 
pastors and wrote to the Cook Islands Church requesting them to raise my salary so it would not be out of 
line.  The Cook Islands Church could not do that and therefore asked us to come home.  I asked if they 
would let me stay until the end of that year (1975) on the old salary and then I could come home.  This was 
allowed.  
 
Finally the time came to leave.  The plane came in the evening and we were to leave the following morning.  
The patrol officer said to call the people together from the surrounding villages for an all night sing-song.  
About 200 people came from some twenty villages, bringing masses of food with them.  They stayed up all 
night in a big farewell feast with singing and dancing.  In the morning they went to the air strip with us and 
lay down on it so the plane could not fly.  The pilot was unhappy.  So the patrol officer said to tell the people 
that we were not leaving and they jumped up and down with joy.  Then I told them to go to their villages and 
return about four in the afternoon, so they left.  At noon the pilot said we would go, so I wrote a letter in their 
language and gave it to the local men to take around to the villages saying I had to go.  After I left the man 
from Port Moresby, who was named Daure Badira, became the superintendent. 
 
I have been back home for ten years now, much of the time serving as the head of the Cook Islands 
Christian Church, but I still look back to those days with great nostalgia.  In my home we still talk Motu when 
my daughter and I are together.  We have been happy to find that many Papuans whose ancestors received 
the early Cook Islands missionaries, are interested in keeping a connection with our church.  In 1982 about 
50 of them came in a group to visit Rarotonga.  In 1984, 147 came.  They sent 147 again in December 1985.  
Each time they stay two weeks as the guests of our church.  So we have not lost contact with the land we 
loved.

SOME FACTS ABOUT PAPUA NEW GUINEA 
 

 
The eastern half of the island of New Guinea was divided 
between Germany (north) and the UK (south) in 1885.  The 
latter area was transferred to Australia in 1902, which 
occupied the northern portion during World War I and 
continued to administer the combined areas until 
independence in 1975.  Land area is 462,840 and the 
population in 2009 was 5,940,775.  The the indigenous 
population of Papua New Guinea is one of the most 
heterogeneous in the world; PNG has several thousand 
separate communities, most with only a few hundred 
people; divided by language, customs, and tradition, some 
of these communities have engaged in low-scale tribal 
conflict with their neighbors for millennia.  The country is 
richly endowed with natural resources, but exploitation has 
been hampered by rugged terrain and the high cost of 
developing infrastructure. Agriculture provides a 
subsistence livelihood for 75% of the population. Mineral 
deposits, including copper, gold, and oil, account for nearly 
two-thirds of export earnings.
